Susan Oldroyd Laffler’s enthusi-
asm for Children’s Specialized Hos-
pital is contagious. Located on New
Providence Road in Mountainside,
with eight other facilities across New
Jersey, Children’s Specialized Hos-
pital is a source of hope and help for
the thousands of patients who are
treated every year for a variety of
chronic and potentially debilitating
diseases.

As director of Annual Giving for
the Children’s Specialized Hospital
Foundation, Ms. Laffler knows very
well how essential volunteer help is
to the hospital’s success and what an
important role such assistance has
played throughout its history.

Children’s Specialized Hospital
was founded in 1891 by a group of
concerned townspeople who recog-
nized that children in nearby cities
spent their summers living in hot,
confining tenement buildings. As a
result, the Children’s Country Home
was opened in July 1892 and hosted
59 children over the next three months
through the Fresh Air Fund.

Soon it became apparent that many
of the children visiting the Country
Home suffered from a variety of infir-
mities and required special care all
year round. In 1904, with the finan-
cial support of the local community,
Children’s Specialized opened its
doors permanently, focusing on chil-
dren suffering from an array of ill-
nesses.

Medical care has certainly advanced
since Children’s Specialized first
opened, but one thing that has not
changed is Children’s Specialized’s
reliance on the local community. The
hospital has always served patients
regardless of their ability to pay and
that has been the policy of the hospital
since its founding.

While Children’s Specialized of-
fers a variety of volunteer opportuni-
ties within the hospital, there is cur-
rently an immediate need for indi-
viduals to spearhead fundraising
events so that Children’s can con-
tinue to serve its patients regardless
of their financial status or insurance
credentials.

To this end, the Foundation has
launched “For Children’s,” an excit-
ing new way for groups in our com-
munity to get involved. According to
Ms. Laffler, “For Children’s” offers
wonderful ways for people of all ages
and abilities to use their talents to
benefit the Children’s Specialized
Hospital Foundation.

In 2004, Children’s Specialized
benefited from the generosity of many

groups in our community. The
Cranford High School football team
sponsored a bench-a-thon and raised
approximately $6,000 for the hospi-
tal. Mostrecently, Phillips-Van Heusen
employeesraised nearly $1000 by sell-
ing valentines for the children at the
hospital.
