Facilities Committee Recommends Building
Of 12 New Classrooms Onto Two Schools

Residents Advised Redistricting Will Also Be Necessary

In response to a charge from the
Weslficld Board of EducationonJune
27, the Facilities Committee pre-
sented its recommendation Tuesday
evening 1o construct six classrooms
atboth Jefferson and Wilson Elemen-
tary Schools, with money to finance
the construction coming from the
district’s surplus funds.

The board will vote on the recom-
mendation at its meeting September
12

The total estimated cost of this
construction, including all architec-
tural fecs, engineering fees, landscap-

ing and furniture, is $2,205,000.

Facilities Committec Chairwoman,
Mrs. Darielle M. Walsh, told the board
“by recommending construction at
Jefferson and Wilson, the committee
isrecommending builtding atthe lcast
expensive sites oneachside of town.”

“Redistricting will be required on
both sides of town,” Mrs. Walsh noted,
adding her committec “believes that
thisrecommendation is responsive to
the board’s desire to seck the least
costly means of housing increasing
elementary school enroliments and js
the best direction for the district and
the community.”

The addition at
Wilson School would probably not
be ready before the fall of 1997, the
Superintendent added.

“There is no faster way we could
move more quickly than to build at
Jefferson and Wilso and use surplus
funds,” Dr. Smith stated.

Board member, Mrs. Mclba S.
Nixon, toid the board salaries for the
teachers in the 12 classrooms would
total almost half a million dollars,
and she would like the administration
to put forward some ideas as to how
these would be paid.

Producer, Lyricist, Composer All Reside Locally

John R. Gardner, Jr.’s telephone
rang at 15 minutes before midnight.
It was Robert Cam, the Jyricist and
author of The Secret Annex, an off-
Broadway musical about the life of
Anne Frank. Mr. Carr had just fin-
ished the first day of rehearsals.

“1 was apprehensive until now,”
Mr. Gardner recalls Mr. Carr saying.

“Butwe’ve pot some talent. We've
got a real live show,” Mr. Carr told
him.

Mr. Gardner, a resident of Scotch
Plains, is the producer of The Secret
Annex. Mr. Carr lives in Westfield, as
does its composer, William Baton.
The musical opens for a three-week
run on Friday, September 8, at the
JewishRepertory Theater, inthe play-
house. :

The musical tells the Anne Frank
story from the point of view of her
father, Otto Frank. It shows his an-
guish and turmoil as he tries, unsuc-
cessfully, to save his family from the
Holocaust. Although Anne Frank’s
diary is one of the most widely-read
books in the world, Mr. Gardner said
he was shocked to find out that 50 per
centof the Bergen Counly high school
students invited to a preview of the
show last spring had never heard of
Anne Frank.

“It’s alinostrevolting,” Mr. Gardner
says.

He praised the Governor, Mrs.
Christine Todd Whitman, for sup-
porting Holocaust studies in the
schools. Other previews of the show
were held at Temple Emanu-El and
St. Helen's Roman Catholic Church,
both in Westfield, and at Temple Beth
Israel in Scotch Plains.

Mr. Gaordner's daughter, Miss
Patricia Anne Gardner, stars as Anne
Frank inthe show. Aformer Westfield
resident now living in Scotch Plains,
Miss Gardner was always interested
in acling, her fathersays. Even in the
fourth grade, she'd get iogether with
her friends and put on little plays.

By the time she played Dorothy as
an cighth grader in the Holy Trinity
School’s production of The Wizard of
Oz, she had decided to become an
actress. Miss Gardner’s role as Anne
Frank will be her first professional
role,

“Sometimes I don't like all the
stuff that's involved in it," Mr.
Gardner said.

“Standing around waiting ontables
for 10 years, waiting for the big break.
It may never come. Dragging your-
self around to all those auditions and
cattle catls. But it's her own life. I'll
support her,” he emphasized.

Assemblyman Bagger’s Bill
On Housing Signed by Governor

Ameasure that will permit munici-
palities to exclude certuin land desig-
nated for open space from consider-
ation for atfordable housing devel-
opment was signed into law by the
Governor, Mrs. Christine Todd
Whitman, on August 16.

The legislation is sponsored by
Assemblyman Richard H. Bagger, of
the 22nd Legislative District which
includes Westfield, Scotch Plains and
Fanwood.

The measure, Assembly Bill No,
[8Q1, will amend the Fair Housing
Act, which designated that every
municipality in a growth area is obli-
gated to provide through its land-use
regulations the opportunity for tow-
and inoderate-income families 1o
obtain  housing  within the
municipality’s region.

“Under the provisions of this new
law, municipalities will be permiued
to have greater influence in consider-
g potential land sites for low- and
moderate-income housing within

their respective jurisdictions,” As-
semblyman Bagger said. “Munici-
palities may exclude certain lands
from consideration for affordable
housing developments if they are
county and/or municipally-owned
considerationlands designated on the
municipal master plan,

“Municipalities should be encour-
aged 1o preserve open space, not re-
quired to develop it for high-density
housing,” Mr. Bagger added. “Con-
serving New Jersey's undeveloped
arcas i1s a major goal of the State
Development and Redevelopment
Plan.”

The Assembly had amended the
bill o exclude land dedicated for
purpeses of conservation, park lands
or open space and owned by a non-
profit, tax-exempt organization from
being designated as vacant land by
the Council on Affordable Housing
when determining a municipality’s
availuble land resources for afford-
able housing.

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Odds of Explosion at Rahway Trash Incinerator
Termed Remote by Ultilities Authorlty Official

Gas Explosion at Pennsylvania Plant Killed Two Workers

The Union County Board of Cho-
sen Freeholders were given assur-
ances by Union County Utilities Au-
thority officials last week that it is
unlikely an explosion, similar (o one
which occurred July 28 at a Pennsyl-
vania solid waste burner, could hap-
pen at the county’s garbage incinera-
tor in Rahway.

The gas explosion, which took
place at a trash incinerator in
Lancaster, is still under investigation
by Ogden Martin Systems. Ogden
Martin was the builder of both the
Lancnslcr end Rahway solid waste
burne;

Jeffrey C. Callahan, the Executive
Director of the authority, told the
board at its August 17 meeting that
the Lancaster facility washitby light-
ing twice on July 28. Two workers at
the plant werekilled in the gas explo-
sion that followed.

The Larncaster plant was put into
operation six-and-a-half years ago or
five years prior to when the Rahway
Resource Recovery Plant came on-
line in March of 1994,

Mr. Callahan said a big difference
between the two solid waste burners
is that the Lancaster plant is auto-
mated while the Rahway incinerator
is manually operated although it can
be operated by compuler.

The gas system at the Lancaster
facility is believed to have been acti-
vated during the storm. The Rahiway
plant’'s furnaces are also heated with

natural gas.
Mr. Callahan said the systems in
Lancaster and Rahway are designated

by computer, so when the tempera-
ture drops in the furnaces, the sys-
tems kick on the automatic gas burn-
ers. This system, Mr. Callahan said,

was designed to maintain tempera-
ture levels in the fumaces.

Ogden Mm'tmoﬁicmlsa:esulltry-
ing to detenmine if the gas sysiem in
the Lancaster plant turned on without
ignition and that the lightning strike
caused some combustion in the fur-
nace which led to the gas explosion.

Ogden Martin officials have told
theutilities authority lo use the manual
system. The manual system requires
the temperature 1o be controlled in
the furnace by an operator in the
control room as well as by radio con-
tact from employees out in the plant,

“We are as confident as we can be
at this point in time that we will not
have asimilar accident,” Mr.Callahan
told the Freeholders, stating that such
an accident was highly unusual in
solid wasle incinerators.

A complete report on the findings
onthe Lancaster plantis notexpected
for several weeks to several months.
The facility remains closed with the
solid waste now going to a landfill.

In his report on the operation of the
Rahway facility, Mr. Callahan said
thai through the first seven months of
this year 285,000 tons of wasle has
been delivered to the plant. A total of
286,000 tons has been processed by
the incinerator.

Currently, the facility is handing
all of the waste from Bergen and
UnionCounties. He said Ogden Mar-
tin is “well above'" the amount of
waste it has guaranteed to process at
the plant.

In terms of the ash generated by the
Rahway incinerator, Mr. Callahan
said continuous checks of the facility's
ash have shown “good resuits.,” He
said hazardous ash no longer is a
problem at the facility. About 10,000
tons of ash is delivered from the
Rahway incinerator to the Empire

Mr. Callahan presented several pro-
posed changes to the Union County
Solid Waste Management Plan.
Among these changes would be per-
mission to allow for expansion of
J&J Recycling in Elizabeth. Under
the proposal, the facitity ‘would be
permitted to accept for sing up
to 1,000 tons daily of bulky recy-
clablc waste such as concrete and

J&.l is already allowed Lo accept
1,000 tons daily of bulky waste and
construction materials from which
recyclables are retrieved after they
arc processed.

" GIB Laboratories in New Provi-
dence has sought a permit for ils
medical grinder. Mz, Callahan said
by law medical waste must be steril-
ized first and then ground before it
can be disposed of at the Rahway
incinerator.

The company does blood and urine
analyses for insurance companies.
State officials have said the gnndcr
must be included within the county's
solid waste management plan.

Mr. Callahan said the facitity
handles between 40 and 50 pounds of
medical waste per hour daily. It pro-
duces 16 sons of waste annually.

Another change in the solid wastc
plan would be the eliminationof small
scale incinerators under operation by
private businesses such as housing
authorities and medical facilities.

Facilities which do not have the
proper control systems will ot have
their five-year permits renewed. Con-
trolof materialsinto the environment
is just one of the factors which must
be addressed by the smaller bumers.
Cosporations such as Merck & Co. in
Rahway and Schering-Plough in
Kenilworth would ly have their
permits renewed, Mr. Callahan said.

The Executive Director has also
proposed removing Plaimield Iron
and Metal from the solid wasle plan.
The firm is row in bankruptcy and is
not expected ta reopen.

In other freeholder business, the
board approved a resolution sE:n-
sored by Frecholder Frank H.
awarding a contract (o James R.
Guerra to provide architectural ser-
vices for an addition to the county
traffic maintenance building located
atthe public works complex inScoich
Plains. The contract is not to exceed
$10,000.

A resolution sponsored by Free-
holder, Mrs. Linda d. Stender, grant-
ing permission for Fanwood officials
to hang a banner across Martine Av-
enuc between South and LaGrande
Avenues, was approved by the board.
The banner, which will hang from
now until the end of the year, publi-
cizes the borough's centennial cel-
ebration. Frecholder Stender serves
as Mayor of Fanwood.

The board also approved a resolu-

- tion sponsored by Freeholder Chair-

woman, Mrs. Linda DiGiovanni,

which shifts the duties of the secre-
taries to the frecholders from the free-
holder chairman to the Clerk of the
Board.

A resolution sgonsored by Free-
holder Edwin H. Force opposing the
Federal Aviation Administration’s
Expanded East Coast Plan (o reduce
air traffic noise over the metropolitan
area was approved by the board.

The resolution states that the
agency's plan, which routes air traf-
fic over awiderarea, “fails to provide
relief for those communitiesin Union
County which are directly situated in
the flight paths of Newark Airport.”

Frecholder Force said Representa-
tive Robert D. Franks, who repre-
sents the Seventh Congressional Dis-
trict which includes Westfield, Scotch
Plains and Fanwood, is lrying to
schedule hearings in the fall on the
matter.

En addition, the state Assembly is
also cons:dcrmg hearings on what
officials claim is the refusal of the
agency to consider an alternative,
such as routing air traffic over the
ocean, to their plan.

BothFreeholders Force and Daniel
P. Sullivan were critical of the
agency’s position.
