“Westfield voters will head to the
polls Tuesday to select three mem-
bers to the Board of Education and
, cast their vote on the fate of the
$42,942,204 tax levy. As of Monday,
8 total of 18,108 town residents
were registered, according to a
spokeswoman for the Union County
Board of Elections. Election polls
will be open from 2 p.m. until 9 p.m.

Seeking election 1o the full three-

year terms on the board are incum-
bent and Board of Education Presi-
dent, Mrs. Susan Jacobson of
Tamaques Way; and newcomers, Mirs.
Annmarie Puleio of Kimball Tum,
Mrs. Frances Masterson of Harding
Street, Mrs. Arlene L. Gardner of
Carlton Road, and Michael A. J.
Farrell of Lincoln Road, an unsuc-
cessful candidate in last year's elec-
tion.

Not seeking re-election are incum-
bents, Mrs. Melba S. Nixon and Wil-
liam J. Sweeney.

A 28-year town resident, Mrs.
Jacobson is a Past President and cur-
rentdelegatetothe New Jersey School
Boards Association Board of Direc-
tors for the Union County School
Boards Association.

She also served as a Legislative
Delegate with the association, repre-
senting the 22nd Legislative District
which includes Westfield, from 1993
to 1995. She also serves as a judge for
the annual Future Business Leaderof
America competitions.

She iscurrently employed with the
Union County Chamber of Com-
merce where she coordinates
mentoring programs in the schoals
and assists in various fundraising
projects and membership drives. Mrs.
Jacobson is also the Administrative
Director of the Elizabeth Education
Foundation.

From 1990 to 1994, Mrs. Jacobson
was the legisiative advocate of the
Education Media Association.

Westfield Planning Board Chair-
man Douglas T, Schwarz called Mon-
day night’s special public meeting to
discuss concerns about zoning and
land use in business districts, “the
beginning of a long process” involv-
ing the public in the board’s efforts
“to be proactive’ concerning poten-
tial changes tothe town's master plan.

Although Planning Board mem-
bers outnumbered residents, (1 to 8,
one member of the public, Richard
G. Mercerof Fairmount Avenue, com-
pared the session to an informative
college-level lecture, calling it “an
excellent presentation” about plan-
ning.

Blais L. Brancheau of Catlin Asso-
ciates, a professional town planner
employed by Westfield, outlined po-
tentialamendments to the Master Plan
that are under discussion by a sub-
committee of the board. That com-
mittee, appointed by Mr. Schwarz,
includes Kenneth M. Marsh, Town
Engineer; Robert L. Newell, board
Vice Chairman; Gary T. Hall, mem-
ber; Jeremiah P. O'Neil, Zoning Of-
ficial for the town, and Mr. Brancheau.
By law, the Master Plan, which was
lastrevisedin 1991, mustbereviewed
every six years, officials noted.

Mr. Marsh said that the committee
could have come up with a detailed
setofregulations to avoid future prob-
lems but Mr. Schwarz asked that this
be done in an open process with the
public. He pointed out that the board

turned down Village Supermarkets’
request to build a 57,772 square-foot
ShopRite supermarket on North Av-
enue, adding that it “was larger than
anyone envisioned. Westfield has to
decideif it wants such jarge develop-
ments.”

Only a few developments in
Westficld exceed 50,000 square feet.
They include the Lord & Taylor de-
partment store on North Avenue,
126,000 square feet; an office com-
plex at 600 North Avenue, 64,000
square feet, and the South Avenue
Shopping Center, 50,000 square feet.

Mr. Schwarz said the ShopRite re-
quest “started us thinking about the
nature and size of business develop-
ments and their impact on traffic,
compeltition withthe downtown busi-
ness district and aesthetics.”

The committee used these three
criteria in its discussions about four
business and commercial zones along
the North and South Avenue corri-
dors, Central Avenue and Elm Street.

To deal with traffic impacts, com-
petition with retail uses in the Central
Business District, downtown, and
esthetics, Mr. Brancheau suggested
combining three options. They are:
Restricting size, restricting use and
changing the zone district boundary
line between the commercial and
general business district (GB2).

The boundary revisions would
change the area east of the Union
County building on North Avenue

and the area cast of the former A&P
shopping center on South Avenue
from general business 2 to commer-
cial zoning.

Enlarging thc commercial zone
would not create numerous non-con-
forming uses or building sizes *“while
being sensitive to the nature of exist-
ing development,” he said.

Mr. Brancheau's suggestion that
consideration be given to prohibiting
uscs in these zones et with some
opposition from board members. Mrs.
Elizabeth H. List asked if it wouldn’t
be simpler just to restrict size in order
“to prevent what we've just gone
through with ShopRite.”

Mr. Brancheau said that size alone
cannot control traffic problems.

“We need to take a broad approach,
to deal with the whole area and to
treat everyone fairly,” he said.

Anattorney for the owner of South
Avenue lots in the zone that would be
affected asked about specific size
limitations, He was told that the com-
mittee “'did not develop the fine level
of detail until the concept was first
explored” by the full planning board
and public.

M. Brancheau noted in addition to
size limitations, atown’s Master Plan
could restrict site development by
changing setback and parking space
regulations. .
